	What percentage of your current Year 6 cohort can swim competently, confidently and proficiently over a distance of at least 25 metres?
	47% (28 of 58 children)
	Local pool space is limited and distance from base is expensive to hire transport for. Children therefore walk to and from pool sessions resulting in a large proportion out of class. This then limits the number of sessions that can be offered to children in KS2.


	What percentage of your current Year 6 cohort can use a range of strokes effectively [for example, front crawl, backstroke, and breaststroke]?
	Front crawl 60% (35 of 58)
Backstroke 59% (34 of 58)
Breaststroke 57% (33 of 58)
	Children assessed in Year 5 due to the time restraints and local availability. For sustainability, next year, consider revision of those unable to complete distance and/ or strokes effectively and offer ‘top-up’ training to increase competency.

	What percentage of your current Year 6 cohort are able to perform safe self-rescue in different water-based situations?
	58%
	All children were able to explain the process of performing a safe self-rescue. 58% is the total number confident in completing this action in all water-based situations.
