- Blue school jumper, cardigan or fleece (embroidered with the school logo)
- Blue-checked summer dress
- Dark-coloured school shoes

- Grey/black trousers or shorts

- Blue school jumper or fleece (embroidered with the school logo)

- White shirt or polo shirt (can be plain or embroidered with the school logo)
- Dark-coloured school shoes

School fleeces and reversible jackets are available from Skoolkit.

P.E. kit
Children come into school on the day that they have PE in their PE kit, instead of getting
changed in school.

- Dark shorts

- Plain white t-shirt

- Plimsolls (indoor PE only) or trainers

In winter, jogging bottoms and a jacket are encouraged as we will still try and go out
whenever weather permits.

Book bags
All children will need a book bag which can be purchased from Skoolkit. There is no need

for anything more than this.
